1. Who can participate?

Companies that comply with the EU definition of ‘small and medium sized’, that is, with  maximum 250 employers and a turnover that does not surpass 50 mil Euro or a balance that is not higher than 43 mil Euro. In the case that the company is part of a corporation, the above limits should hold for the entire corporation. If you have any doubts on whether a specific company complies with this definition, you can find in the EuroCenters homepage (www.eurocenter.ifo) the detailed guidance ‘The new SME definition – User guide and model declaration’.

One important condition is that any previous collaboration between the company of interest and our research institute should not have taken place.

2. When will the projects take place?

The projects should take place within the period of March 15th 2006 and September 15th 2006 and could have duration of two to four months. 

3. How is the collaboration initiated?

Any company that has interest in collaborating should contact us directly within the deadline mentioned above. 

4. Economy

The project is financially supported by DSF. The support to the company is provided under the EU’s support framework to companies of small to medium size for research and development. This means that the company can receive support of up to 60% of the total expenses. 

5. Other prerequisites

This pilot program relies on a new concept for engaging companies in DSF’s programs and therefore, DSF is interested in evaluating the results. At the end of the project, the participating company should hand in a short report with the obtained experience and results, and should also be willing to fill in a questionnaire and/or take part in an interview (of duration up to 2 hours). Furthermore, the company is urged to participate in a conference and/or workshop that will be arranged at the end of the project by our institute.
